This database contains all the numerical information appeared in Measuring Up 2004. In the database users are able to view and download data for their own state or other states in spreadsheets. Specific calculations used to arrive at indicator scores are also available. 

The spreadsheets listed below show the state grades 2004, indicator raw scores (and calculations), the data used to measure improvement over the past decade, and additional state information that is not part of the grades but helpful to interpret the grades in context. Under graded information the ‘grading sheet’ displays all the latest indicator results and weights used to calculate the 2004 grades in a given category. The immediately following spreadsheets contain indicator raw scores that are drawn from unpublished data and therefore we made them available here on the web. (Most of the data are from a publicly available source but some indicator raw scores derive from special data runs.)
